Classes at 11:15-12:00
Art A for PS & JK on Mondays ($175, including $10 materials fee) and Art B for PS & JK on Fridays, ($160, including $10 materials fee)
Students in this class will engage in creative play with a variety of art materials.  We will paint, collage, draw, and sculpt in this class. This is a once a week class. Led by Ms. Bauhs, LS art teacher. 
Born 2 Dance A for PS & JK on Thursdays ($165)
